A program of up to 32 tracks from all the available discs in the disc tray can be played in a preset order.

1. Press the PROGRAM button (in stop mode).First " P01 " will display for about 2 seconds and then Disc
Number (example 4d) will flash on display. "P01" means you are setting the first programmed track.
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2. Press the DISC SKIP button to select the de-
sired disc. (example 5d)
